International F2B Workshop

As Australia representative on the working party for F2B rules review Joan McIntyre has been invited by the coordinator of the working party (P Germann, Switzerland) to attend a workshop in Belgrade, Serbia at the European Control Line Championships 6 – 14th July 2007.  General discussion. Moved P Turner seconded B Eather that CLAS write to MAAA and respectfully request favourable consideration to financial contribution toward the cost of the trip which apart from registration fee and transport from the airport will be at her own cost.  Carried.

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GENERAL BUSINESS contd. 

State Championships
J Nolan spoke on racing programme. To be same as previous year.  However, to speak with S Rothwell in respect to F2C.

Balance of programme to be the same as previous year except that junior F2B will be included with the advanced event.

Noted that Blacktown Council has not yet formally advised whether a suitable site will be provided.  A telephone call to Mr. K Nicholl had determined that Whalan cricket ovals will most likely not be available but will know by Friday 16th or  Monday 19th March. He did mention another possible site at Glendinning. To be followed up.  B Eather mentioned that as an alternative Kelso Park might be available and he will check when he can make contact with the football people who use the oval.  In the meantime to keep in touch with Blacktown Council.
General discussion ensued.  As a possibility for hard surface events the Aquatic Centre at Penrith and the new concrete circle at Albury were mentioned.

2006 State Championships
