State Titles 2007.

Payment by Bank Transfer

J Nolan raised the issue of payment of club fees being paid by bank transfer.  At present there is no structure in place for the club to identify the source of payments received direct into a bank account.  General discussion ensued on the subject and it was agreed that such method of payment will eventually have to be addressed and accepted given the growing use of electronic account payment.

J Nolan raised the subject of the CLAS website.  It was agreed that for more information to be posted, more information needs to be provided to the webmaster R Boyd.

State Titles 2007

R Owen asked that written confirmation be obtained from SSME that their facility is available on the rescheduled dates for some racing events.  Note that CLAS has been advised verbally that the site is available.

SSME Club F2B Competition

The club has changed the date of their next F2B competition from 30th September to 23rd September 2007.
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Novice Stunt Event
The issue of the amount of fuel needed to complete the pattern was raised by J McIntyre on behalf of Tom Ransome from the Kuring-gai club.  The point was made that most models do not need a full tank of fuel to complete the abbreviated pattern and consequently there can be up to 3 or 4 minutes added unnecessarily to the length of a flight.  General discussion ensued and it was agreed that rather than try to regulate the issue the fliers be encouraged to take on only the amount of fuel needed.
Personal Accident Insurance – Age Limits
A copy of correspondence from MAAA to another club on the issue of insurance brought to light the fact that insurance cover is provided only for club members aged between 10 and 90 years. The consensus was that this restriction is not generally known across the fraternity.   The Kuring-gai club has had members aged less than 10 years.  The issue is to be raised with MAAA.  Meanwhile clubs need to be aware that fliers under 10 years of age are not covered by personal accident insurance.  Note that there are no age limits on Public Liability Insurance or Professional Indemnity Insurance.
F2B Judging Proposal

Bruce Hoffman presented a proposal to assist with the issue of judging which it is generally accepted has been an issue in the fraternity for a very long time due to the difficulty in finding people to do it.  The proposal is intended for club competition only and would not apply to State or National events.
The proposal which is the result of considerable time and effort was the subject of much discussion.  The proposal which is self explanatory is attached.
It was ultimately moved by B Hoffman and seconded by R Towell that the system be put forward to the clubs to be trialled at the individual clubs discretion.  Carried.

Bruce was thanked by all for taking on the task and the amount of time expended on it.
