Mowing:
B.Eather, the Nationals Co-ordinator, gave a detailed report on the organisation of the Nationals.
Albury City Council will organise to mow Alexander Park on 24th December and again on the 30th December. 

At the Twin Cities site, they have extended the shelter and belting will be laid for the lines. The surrounds are well grassed. The grass will be cut on 23rd December. 

Catering:
The lady who is organising the catering has a wealth of experience, having catered for three nationals. Brian will advise her of the preferred location for the kiosk.

At the BBQ a selection of roast meats and vegetables, along with dessert, will be provided. Approximate numbers will need to be provided each day at the fields for catering purposes. 

At present, indications are that there will be 80 at the BBQ evening and Swap Meet (starting at 6pm) and 70 at the dinner, which is to be held at the Commercial Club, where food will be served until approximately 9pm.
CLAS President will organise for a vote of thanks to be extended to the catering staff, and a suitable thank you gift will be arranged. 

Information Sheets for CDs:

Detailed sheets have been put together for the events, and CDs are requested to fill in all relevant information in regard to FAI cards, scores, places etc. Competitors who turn up on the day will not be on the sheet, and will need to be entered thereon. Late entrants will be required to pay the late entry fee. Late entries should be paid by cheque or money order to alleviate pressure on the CDs. It is imperative that FAI cards are sighted. Although listed as a requirement in the Nationals Bulletin, some entries have been forwarded without a photocopy of the competitor’s FAI card.
