Equipment:

Secretary is to contact Jim Henshaw in regard to the mowing of the oval.

We need to ascertain if we can hand mow the circles if necessary, should they need to be done again.  

Offers to assist with pull testing and pit organisation have been received from Don Keyssecker and Pat Hasler. 

Team Selection.

Joan McIntyre advised the meeting that the process of Team Selections for the 2012 W/Champs is now required, and the Sub Committee has sent out emails to the various states to ascertain the wishes of those fliers who are possible contenders for the Team positions. If any discipline wishes to conduct multi trials, then this needs to be ascertained within the next few weeks, as the time frame for proposals requires that this be put forward 6 months before the first trial, which would, of necessity, be the Queensland Nationals. However, should any discipline opt for a single Team Trial, then this would allow more time before the proposal has to be submitted to the MAAA. Hon. Secretary will advise results of this poll at the next meeting.

Combat.

A letter has been received from Bob Armstrong KMFC in regard to an incident at a contest held at St. Ives recently. It related to the Vintage Combat rules, which, as written, do not require that the engine be tethered to the bell crank assembly, to prevent engine separation and possible impact on spectators. 

It was suggested that the Club Secretaries be forwarded this email, with a request for comments.

General discussion ensued and it was recommended that consideration be given to drafting rules to incorporate possible improvement to safety issues within the rules. This matter will be given further consideration at the next meeting. 

MAAA Annual Conference Agenda. 

The Council Conference is to be held in Adelaide and both the CLAS President and Secretary will attend. Reports from CLAS and the C/L Sub Committee have been submitted. Hon.  Secretary advised that the F2C World Champions would almost certainly qualify for at least two CIAM awards, and proposed that this matter be explored, so that nominations could be put to CIAM before November 15th this year. It was agreed that this be done. Hon. Secretary to attend.

Payments to Team members. 

The question was raised of financial assistance to members of World Championships teams, to assist with airfares. There are seven NSW representatives from the various disciplines going to Hungary this year, including the two defending World Champions in F2C. The meeting was advised that other states have made grants to team members, in addition to the MAAA support. There was general support for this proposal and it was agreed by the meeting that this issue be addressed more fully at the next CLAS meeting.

CLAS President proposed that assistance also be granted to Joan.McIntyre, who is travelling to Hungary to judge F2B at the World Championships this July, and who has paid her own airfare. Discussion ensued. The meeting supported this motion and CLAS has nominated an amount of $1,000.00 to assist with airfares.
