NSW State Championships.
Organisational matters were discussed. Reg will collect the line marker and marking paint from Brian and bring this to the field on Friday. He is also collecting the F2B score sheets from Brian.  Paul has purchased a barbeque for CLAS and advised that that a filled 9kg gas bottle and implements came with this. The BBQ price was $200 and the cost of the box, which has been made especially for the BBQ, came to $65.19.

John Elias has organised the sausages, drinks and ice and has the foam boxes for the drinks. He has also organised the condiments. John Mc. will collect the required number of bread rolls each day and will also purchase milk and butter. John Elias has asked that the refrigerator be switched on ready for the sausages and drinks. 

Suzanne has agreed to tabulate results on the Saturday and Sunday, and the ladies have kindly offered once again to oversee the catering. 

It was agreed that we meet at Whalan between 10.30 and 11.00am on Friday to set up the field and mark the circles. Joan will contact Jim Hanshaw to organise a time to collect the keys. 

Peter brought the stick on labels for the medallions and also the Racing certificates. These will be handed on to the event co-ordinators, along with the medallions, which Brian has organised.

MAAA COUNCIL CONFERENCE.

President John Elias reported on the recent MAAA Conference, held in Adelaide. 

On the matter of fees, these are based on insurance costs. There has been an excellent claims record, and it was voted that fees would remain at the level set last year. Accordingly, it was moved J.M.McIntyre and seconded P.Turner that CLAS fees for 2010/2011 remain as set last year. Carried. 

It was advised that MAS NSW had new executive members. The new VP, Tim Nolan, attended the Conference and has indicated his preference for Joint Nationals, but with each group controlling their own finances. 

Team Members

Members of W/Championships teams receive a grant of $1,500.00 in total from the MAAA, and a proposal was put forward at the MAAA Conference that judges who travel to World or Continental Championships from the various disciplines receive the same support. The members of Council voted to support this motion. 

Financial Support for Visiting Fliers.

NSWFFS made a request that financial support be made available to assist overseas fliers, who may be invited to come to Australia to further promote and support any of the various disciplines. An amount of $2,500.00 was agreed upon, and disciplines will be obliged to submit a formal request to the MAAA for consideration, as has been done in the past. 

A question was raised at the CLAS meeting in regard to the financial assistance to Team members and in particular, to defending World Champions. Hon. Secretary felt sure that this was correct, but will check on this in the Manual of Procedures. It was also asked about assistance provided to Team Managers and Assistant Team Managers and the Hon. Secretary will check this also, to clarify the position. 
Life Membership. 

President, John Elias raised the issue of recognition by the MAAA for members of CLAS who have contributed to Control Line in a most significant way over many years. It was agreed that this matter should certainly be looked into and it was proposed that this be discussed in depth at a later meeting.

CIAM Awards.

The Hon. Secretary reported that she has approached Grant Potter and Hugh Simons in this regard, and is awaiting their input before any proposal to CIAM can be put together. 

Promotional Advertising.

At the Conference, the matter of promoting our sport was raised. Peter Brien from WA has agreed to head a committee to look into the logistics of such promotional activity, in ensuring a greater awareness by the general public of the various facets of our sport. This would include radio, TV and newspaper promotions. 
Payments to Team Members.

The Hon. Treasurer raised the issue of additional payments by CLAS to members of World Championships Teams. He suggested that perhaps a flat amount be set aside for a contribution to the team members from NSW. Discussion ensued. It was agreed in principle that CLAS would make a contribution to members of World Championships Teams from NSW. 
It was proposed by Paul Turner and seconded by Brian Eather:-

“That CLAS provide financial assistance to NSW team competitors at World Championships to a maximum (for the team) of $1,000.00 and in the event of fewer than five members being part of the team, will provide an amount of $200.00 per member.”
