GENERAL BUSINESS:

NSW State Championships.

Hon. Secretary advised that she had been given the results and all paperwork from Steve Rothwell in relation to the Speed and Racing events at the recent State Championships. As Paul Turner was unable to attend the meeting, the envelope was passed to Reg Towell , who will give this to Paul. This paperwork will enable Paul to finalise all monies and entries etc.

An invoice for $197.07 was tabled in the correspondence from John and Joan McIntyre itemising costs incurred with catering and the purchase of presentation items for judges and assistants. This invoice was passed for payment.

NSW State Championships contd.  

The medallions which were not used for Stunt events were returned to the Hon. Treasurer. 

Results from the Combat events have been received from Bob Armstrong. 

At this point in time, CLAS has not yet received an invoice for the hire of Whalan Reserve.

Date for the Annual General Meeting.

Hon Treasurer advised the meeting that the AGM is scheduled for September, and that notice needs to be given at this time as is required in the Constitution. 

The AGM will be held on September 13th, 2010 .

Addition to CLAS Minutes.

Brian has advised that an additional glo plug is available and details of this will be placed in the appropriate section of the minutes.

Team Selections.

The Hon. Secretary gave details of the situation in regard to Team Selection criteria for the 2012 World Championships.

There has been extensive consultation between all concerned parties, and it appears that whilst the F2B fliers wish to have a single team trial, the majority of fliers in F2C and F2D want to continue with Multi trials. The matter will now be put to the MAAA that Control Line would like to hold both a single trial and multi trials if this is permitted. 

Hon. Secretary will contact the MAAA in this regard, but formal submissions will not be put forward until late August/early September. 

If this situation is acceptable to the MAAA, details will need to be provided in regard to times and venues for the various events, and also the format of a single trial. Details of the points allocation are also required and how a tied situation in any discipline will be resolved. The details of all requirements are in the MAAA manual of Procedures (MOP 024 International Teams Procedure)

Should a single trial for F2B be possible, an organiser will need to be appointed and the MAAA advised of this.

There was general discussion on the possible formats for such a team trial and venues which might be suitable for this event. It would need to be held in the second half of 2011. 
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GENERAL BUSINESS contd. 

Financial Assistance for NSW Team Members.

A motion had been passed at the last CLAS meeting in relation to assisting team members.

There are 7 NSW representatives in the 2010 World Championships Team. 

It was decided that the Annual General Meeting would be the most appropriate time to make the presentations. A letter will be sent to the team members inviting them to attend this meeting.

Following questions on MAAA allowances for both team members and team managers, the Hon. Secretary advised that she had checked the Manual of Procedures and that the details given at the last meeting were correct.  
MAAA Awards.

At the previous meeting, CLAS President John Elias raised the matter of recognition of deserving members for services over many years in Control Line. This matter will be held over until a later meeting.
